Dictionary of Christian Ethics and Pastoral Theology, New Dictionary of Apologetics  and 

New Dictionary of Theology Revised as well as, the Baker/SPCK Dictionary for the 

Theological Interpretation of The Bible.  

 

He is the author of two books on the Holy Spirit: Engaging With the Holy Spirit: Real 

Questions, Practical Answers and He Who Gives Life: The Doctrine of the Holy Spirit and 

one on the atonement God the Peacemaker: How Atonement Brings Shalom. His newest book 

is The God Who Became Human: A Biblical Theology of the Incarnation. He has preached 

and taught theology on three continents. He has also had poetry published in a number of 

Australian and American literary journals.
